In 2005, Danica Patrick became the fourth woman to race in the
Indianapolis 500.  Her fourth place finish was the highest ever for a
female driver.  She led 19 laps, becoming the first woman ever to
lead the Indy 500.

Patrick began racing go-karts at age 10.  In 2002, she signed with
Rahal-Letterman Racing, which is co-owned by former driver Bobby
Rahal and talk show host David Letterman.

Among her many honors, Danica was named Female Athlete of the
Year by the United States Sports Academy.

Her status as a female race car driver, combined with her youth and
stunning good looks, has netted Patrick numerous media
opportunities.
